DAILY BIBLE STUDY – QUESTIONS FOR GROUP DISCUSSION 

  
FIRST DAY: Read Genesis 21:1-13 

1. Who was Isaac?  
 a. Genesis 17:17-19; Genesis 21:1-5  
 b. Genesis 24:66-67  

 c. Genesis 25:24-26 

 d. Galatians 4:21-22, 28 
 

2. What was Isaac’s early family life like?   
 
 

3. How can you deal with conflict within your family?  (I Corinthians 13:4-7; Ephesians 5:25; Ephesians 
6:4) 

 
 
SECOND DAY: Read Exodus 20:12, Deuteronomy 5:16, and Ephesians 6:2-3 

4. While Isaac was still an infant Sarah did all that she could to make sure that his future would be secure 
(Genesis 21:9-10).  How has your mother prepared you for your adult life?  (Make a list of the things 
she has done for you.)  Spend time right now giving thanks to God for how your mother has worked in 
your life. 

 
   

5. Take time today to write your mother a letter (or give her a call) so that you can thank her for what she 
has done for you.  In what other ways might you show honor to your mother? 

 
 
 
THIRD DAY: Read Genesis 22:1-18 

6. What does God tell Abraham to do with Isaac in Genesis 22:2?  What does God promise regarding 
Isaac in Genesis 21:12?  What is the conflict between God’s words in Genesis 22:12 and Genesis 22:2?  
How does Abraham handle this conflict? 

 
 
 

7. When you face conflict in you own life, what should you do?  (See Proverbs 3:5-8) 

 

 
8. What is Isaac’s question to his father in Genesis 22:7?  Does Isaac trust his father’s answer?

FOURTH DAY:  Read Psalm 23

FIFTH DAY:  Read Genesis 17:1-19; 22:2 

11. How important was Isaac to his father Abraham?  List verses to support your answer. 
 
 
 

12. Even though Isaac was greatly loved by his father, Abraham did not put meeting the needs of his son 
ahead of being obedient to God.  How can we love our children but keep God first in our lives?  (See 
Deuteronomy 6:5-7) 

 
 
 

13. Specifically what steps can you take today to be obedient to the command in Deuteronomy 6:5-7. 
 
 
 
SIXTH DAY:  Read Psalm 128 

14. Today, some fathers spend more time helping out in youth sports than they do seeking and serving 
God.  According to this Psalm how does God instruct us to live?

SEVENTH DAY: Read Genesis 24:1-27; 59-66

18. When Rebekah was identified as the woman the servant was looking for, what did Abraham’s servant 
do?  How should we respond when God answers our prayers? 

 
 



EIGHTH DAY: Read Palm 105:1-10 
19. After the prayer of Abraham’s servant was answered he worshipped God (Genesis 24:26-27) Look at 

the verbs used Psalm 105:1-9.  Using these verbs, make a list of ways that we can worship the Lord. 
 
 
 

20. Use these this list to guide your prayer time today. 
 
  
 
NINTH DAY: Read Genesis 25:19-26  

21. What problem did Isaac and Rebekah face?  How long did this problem exist?  How did Isaac deal with 
the problem?  What is the result?  What can you do to help you deal with problems that you face as a 
couple in your marriage? 

 
 
 
 

22. During her pregnancy what does Rebekah ask God?  What was God’s answer?  Why might God allow 
us to face difficulties during times of blessing?  (See 2 Corinthians 12:7-10) 

 
 

TENTH DAY: Read Genesis 26:1-33 
23. What is happening in the land promised to Abraham and Isaac?  What does God tell Isaac to do? 

 
 
 

24. What does Isaac do that shows his trust in God?  What does Isaac do that shows a lack of trust in God?   
 
 
 

25. List the ways that God blesses Isaac.  Does obeying God mean that you will never have any problems?  
Explain.  (Consider Acts 4:1-4)  What should your attitude be?  (Galatians 6:9-10)  

 
 
 
ELEVENTH DAY: Read Genesis 25:27-28 and Genesis 27:1-29 

26. What is a conflict Isaac and Rebekah faced after their sons grew up?  

 

 

27. Which son does Isaac think he is blessing?  How does he respond after he discovers he has been 
deceived?  Why do you think he doesn’t take back the blessing?  (Recall Genesis 25:23) 

 

 

28. Ultimately, whose will is fulfilled?  What does this tell you about the sovereignty of God?  (See Psalm 
103:19 and Romans 9:6-13) 

 



TWELFTH DAY:  Read Genesis 26:34, 27:46, 28:1-9 and Genesis 35:28-29 
29. What was Isaac’s command to Jacob?  Why was he concerned about who Jacob would marry?  What 

can you do to help direct your children to marry a spouse who walks with God? 

 

 

 

30. How has this study of Isaac’s life impacted your own life? 
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IDEAS FOR FAMILY DISCUSSION 
 
The Bible references and topics below are keyed to this week’s Men’s Bible Study questions.  Each day’s 
Scripture reading is accompanied by a biblical principle relating to that passage.  You are encouraged to use 
this as a devotional with your family, seeking application for each life.

SIXTH DAY:   Read Psalm 128 

God gives us blessings

SEVENTH DAY:   Read Genesis 24:1-27; 59-66 
 God answers our prayers 

 What should be our response when God answers our prayers?   

 
EIGHTH DAY:   Read Psalm 105:1-10 

God loves us and works in our lives 

  How can we worship God? 



NINTH DAY:   Read Genesis 25:19-26 
 Like Isaac you can become a child of promise

TENTH DAY:   Read Genesis 26:1-33 

God is faithful 

  If you obey God, will you never have any problems? 

   

ELEVENTH DAY:   Read Genesis 25:23; 27:1-29

TWELFTH DAY:   Read Genesis 28:1-9 and 2 Corinthians 6:14-16
