1. Read 1 John 3:13 and John 17:14. If Scripture clearly tells us we will be opposed, why are we still surprised
when it happens? What makes it hard for you to accept this as part of the Christian life?

2. Read 1 Peter 2:12. When you are criticized, what tempts you to pull back from doing good? What would it look
like to stay committed to a Christ-honoring mindset in that moment?

3. Read 1 Peter 2:21-23. What stands out most to you about how Christ responded to criticism and mistreatment?
How can his example shape the way you respond?

4. Read 1 Peter 4:12-14. Have you ever experienced a sense of God’s help or presence when you were criticized
for your faith? What did that look like? How does it help you through the pain?

5. Read Hebrews 4:12-13. How does knowing that God sees everything and that his Word will expose every heart
help you trust him to deal rightly with those who criticize you?
