1. Read Proverbs 15:3. How would living with the knowledge that God perceives all things strengthen you—under
criticism, in conflict, and against sin? What makes this truth easier to remember?

2. Read 1 Corinthians 4:3-5. Paul clearly found comfort in knowing that God would ultimately judge his faithfulness.
How can that truth encourage you in this season of your life?

3. Read Galatians 5:14-15, 19-21. Which of the “works of the flesh” are especially destructive to relationships?
What biblical habits help us overcome those fleshly impulses and “keep in step” with God’s Spirit?

4. Read Ephesians 4:30-32. Some Christians say, “God only sees Jesus when he looks at me.” In what sense is
that true, and how is that misleading? How would you explain the biblical relationship between justification and
sanctification?

5. Read Colossians 1:13-14. Why does Christ's securing of our complete forgiveness actually strengthen our
resolve to live a holy life, rather than making obedience optional?
